	Engage
	Think about these questions: 
· Do you know any farmers? 
· What crops do they grow? 
· What tasks do they do in spring, summer, and fall to care for crops? 

	Explore
	Next, read Pod to Plate: The Life Cycle of Soybeans by Julie D. Blunier
· Pod to Plate: The Lifecycle of Soybeans 

	Explain
	Now, you’re going to evaluate what happened in each season on the soybean farm. Start by filling this document out. You will need to make a copy to type on it. Keep it open as you may add to it later. 
· What Happened? 
If you need some help coming up with what happened on the farm, think about these questions: 
· How did the soybean plants change in each season?
· What did the farmer do?
· What happened to the soybeans after harvest?  

	Elaborate
	Now, look at the vocabulary list. Can you use any of those words in your description of what happened on the farm during each season on the What Happened document?
· Vocabulary List
Next, review the pictures of what happens to soybeans throughout the year.  Use them to add to your What Happened Document. 
· Soybean Seasons Pictures
Refine your descriptions using the definitions to the vocabulary words 
· Vocabulary Definitions List 
When you are finished, turn in the What Happened? document. 

	Evaluate
	Finally, you are going to rewrite the story from the perspective of a soybean. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]You can use your notes from the What Happened Document, pictures, and vocabulary definitions. You should use at least 15 of the words on the vocabulary list in your story.  
· Include language that pertains to time, sequence and cause/effect (first, before, next, then, and last, etc.).
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
